GROUNDING INSTRUCTION

shock by conducting the electric current to the ground. This
appliance is equipped with a grounding-equipped conductor cord
and a grounding plug.

The plug must be plugged into an appropriate outlet that is
installed and grounded in accordance with all local regulations
and safety standards.

Do not modify the plug provided with the appliance if it does not
fit with the outlet. Have a proper outlet installed by a qualified
electrician.

Improper connection of the grounding-equipment conductor can
result in the risk of electric shock. Check with a qualified
electrician or service representative if you are in doubt whether
the appliance is properly grounded.

GENERAL USE

Do not harm, sit on, or stand on the door or the dish rack of the
dishwasher.

Do not operate your dishwasher unless all panels are properly in
place.

Open the door very carefully if the dishwasher is operating, there
is a risk of water sprays out.

Do not place any heavy objects on or stand on the door when it is
open. The appliance could fall forward.

When loading items to be washed: 1) Check and place sharp items
to ensure they won't damage the door seal; 2) Warning: Knives
and other utensils with sharp points must be loaded in the basket
with their points down or placed in a horizontal position.

Check if the detergent powder is empty after completion of the
wash cycle.



Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked as dishwasher
safe or the equivalent. For plastic items without mark, check the
manufacturer's recommendations.

Use only detergent that exclusively designed for an automatic
dishwasher.

Never use soap, laundry detergent, or hand washing detergent for
this appliance.

Supervise the children to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

The door should not be left open, since this could increase the
risk of appliance to fall forward.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified person in
order to avoid hazard.

During the installation, the power supply and the cord must not be
bent or crushed.

Do not tamper the controls.

The appliance must be connected to the water sources using new
hose sets and the old hose-sets should not be reused.

The maximum number of place settings to be washed is 14.

The maximum permissible inlet water pressure is 1 MPa.

The minimum permissible inlet water pressure is 0.04 MPa.

Installation Preparation

e The installation of dishwasher should be placed be near the
existing water inlet tap and drain outlet and power socket.

e One side of the sink cabinet should be chosen to facilitate the
connection of drain hoses of the dishwasher.

Electrical Requirements

Please look at the rating label to know the rating voltage and connect
the dishwasher to the appropriate power supply. Use the required
fuse 10-amp, time delay fuse or recommended circuit breaker and
provide separate circuit for this appliance only.

Electrical Connection

Ensure the voltage and frequency of the power source match with the
rating plate. Only insert the plug into an electrical socket that properly
grounded. If the electrical socket is not suitable with the appliance’s
plug, replace the socket, rather than using an adapter as it could
cause overheating and risk of fire.

Ensure that the grounding is proper before using the dishwasher!



Water Connection

Connect the cold-water supply hose to

a threaded 3/4-inch connector and @
make sure that it is fastened tightly in )
place. If the water pipes are new or \
have not been used for an extended

period, let the water run first to make

sure that the water is clean and free of

dirt. If this precaution is not taken, there is a risk that the water inlet
can get blocked and thus damage the appliance.

Please Note: If the supplied hose does not fit your tap, please contact
your local plumbing supply center where adapters are available for
purchase.

Drain Hose Connection

Insert the drain hose into a drainpipe with a minimum diameter of 40
mm, or let it run into the sink, make sure to avoid bending or crimping
the hose. The height of drainpipe must be less than 1000 mm. The
free end of the hose must not be submerged in water to avoid the
back flow of it. Ensure the drain hose is locked properly in either
position A or position B!

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How to Drain Excess Water

If the sink is 1000 mm higher or more than the floor, the excess water
in hoses cannot be drained directly to the sink. It will be necessary to
drain the excess water from hoses to a bowl or suitable container that
placed outside and is lower than the sink.

Water Outlet

Connect the water drain hose. The drain hose must be installed
properly to avoid water leaks. Ensure that the water drain hose is not
kinked or crushed.

Extension Hose

If you need a drain hose extension, make sure to use a similar drain
hose. It must be no longer than 4 meters, otherwise the cleaning
effect of the dishwasher could be reduced.

Syphon Connection

The waste connection must be at a height less than 100 cm
(maximum) from the bottom of the dish. The water drain hose should
be in a fixed condition.

Positioning the Appliance

Position the appliance in the desired location. The back should stick to
the wall behind it, and the sides to the adjacent cabinets or wall. The
dishwasher is equipped with water inlet hose and drain hose that can
be positioned to the right or the left to facilitate proper installation.

Leveling The Appliance

Once the appliance is positioned
for leveling, the height of the
dishwasher can be adjusted by
rotating the screw level of the
feet. The appliance must not be
skewed more than 2°.

Freestanding Installation

The height of the dishwasher is 845
mm. It has been designed to fit the
machine  between the  existing
cabinets of the same height in modern
kitchen cabinet. The feet can be
adjusted so the desired height is
reached. The laminated top of the
machine does not require any
maintenance since it is heatproof,
scratch proof and stain proof.

Filling The Salt Container

If your model does not have salt container, you may skip this section.
The salt container is located beneath the basket and should be filled
as follows:

WARNING!

e Only use salt specifically designed for dishwashers use! Every
other type of salt not specifically designed for dishwasher use,
especially table salt, will damage the water softener. In case of
damages caused using unsuitable salt the manufacturer does
not give any warranty nor is liable for any damages caused.

e Only fill the salt before running a cycle. This will prevent any
grains of salt or salty water, which may have been spilled and
remain on the bottom of the machine for any period, which may
cause corrosion.

Remove the lower basket and then remove the cap from the salt
container by rotating it counterclockwise.

Place the end of the funnel (supplied) into the hole and pour in
about 1.5 kg of dishwasher salt

Fill the salt container to its maximum limit with water, it is normal
for a small amount of water to come out of the salt container.

After filling the container, place and rotate the cap back tightly.

The salt indicator light will turn off after the salt container has
been filled with salt.

Immediately after filling the salt into the salt container, a washing
program should be started (We suggest you to use the short
program). Otherwise, the filter system, pump or other important

Attention Before and After Filling the Baskets

(For the best performance of the dishwasher, follow these loading
guidelines. Features and appearance of baskets and cutlery
baskets may vary from your model.)

Scrape off any large food particles. Soften burnt food particles in
pans. It is not necessary to rinse the dishes under running water.
Place objects in the dishwasher in following way:

ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. should face
downwards.

Curved items or those with niche should be placed on a tilted
position so the water can run off.

All tableware are neatly arranged and cannot fall easily.

All tableware are placed in the way that the spray arms can rotate
freely during the washing.

Turning On the Appliance
Starting a wash cycle:

1. Draw out the lower and upper basket, load the dishes and push
them back. It is recommended to load the lower basket first, then

machine’s washing, drying, and shining performance. When water
flows through the softener system, the ions forming the hardness are
removed from the water and the water reaches the softness required
to obtain the best washing result. Depending on the level of hardness
of the inflowing water, these ions that harden the water accumulate
rapidly inside the softener system. Therefore, the softener system has
to be refreshed so that it operates with the same performance also
during the next wash. For this purpose, dishwasher salt is used.
Machine can only be used by special dishwasher salt to soften the
water. Do not use any small grained or powdered type of salts which
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can easily soluble. Using any other type of salt can damage your
machine.

To add softener salt, open the salt compartment cap by turning it
counterclockwise. (1) (2) At first use, fill the compartment with 1 kg
salt and water (3) until it is almost overflowing. If available, using a
funnel (4) will make filling easier. Replace the cap and close it. After
every 20-30 Cycles add salt into your mach until it fills up (approx. 1

kg).

NOTE:

Use softener salt specifically produced for use in dishwashers.
When you start your dishwasher, the salt compartment is filled
with water, therefore put the softener salt in prior to starting
your machine. If the softener salt has overflowed and you do
not start the machine immediately, run a short washing program
to protect your machine against corrosion.
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Water Softener System

The dishwasher is equipped with a water softener which reduces the
hardness in the mains water supply. To find out the hardness level of
your tap water, contact your water company or use the test strip (if
available). To set the system, please follow these steps:

e Push the program button and hold it down.

e Turn on the machine.

e Hold down the program button until “SL” disappears from the
display

e The machine will display the last setting.

e Set the level by pushing the “+” and “-” buttons.

e Switch off the machine to save the setting.

Detergent Use

Only use detergents specifically designed for domestic dishwashers.
Keep your detergents in cool, dry places out of reach of children. Add
the proper detergent for the selected program to ensure the best
performance. The amount of detergent needed depends on the cycle,
load size, and soil level of dishes. Do not fill detergent into the
detergent compartment more than required; otherwise you can see
whitish streaks or bluish layers on glass and dishes and may cause
glass corrosion.

Continued use of too much detergent may cause machine damage.
Using little detergent can result in poor cleaning and you can see
whitish  mark hard water. See the detergent manufacturer’s
instructions for a further information.

Filling the Detergent

Push the latch to open the dispenser and pour in the detergent. Close
the lid and press it until it locks in place. The dispenser should be
refilled just before the start of each program. If the dishes are heavily
soiled, place additional detergent in the pre-wash detergent chamber.
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Using Combined Detergent

These products should be used according to the manufacturer’s
instructions. Never put combined detergents into the interior section
or the cutlery basket. Combined detergents contain not only the
detergent but also rinse-aid, salt replacement substances and
additional components depending on the combination. We
recommend you do not use combined detergents in short programs.
Please use powder detergents in such program. If you encounter
problems when using combined detergents, please contact the
detergent manufacturer. When you stop using combined detergents,
make sure that water hardness and rinse aid settings are set to the
correct level.

Rinse Aid Usage

The rinse aid helps to dry the dishes without streaks and stains.
Rinse-aid is required for stain-free utensils and clear glasses. The
rinse aid is automatically released during the hot rinse phase. If rinse
aid dosage setting set too low, whitish stains remains on dishes and
dishes do not dry and washed clean. If rinse aid dosage setting set too
high, you can see bluish layers on glass and dishes.
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Filling the Rinse Aid and Settings

To fill the rinse aid compartment, open the rinse-aid compartment cap.
Fill the compartment with rinse aid to the MAX level and then close the
cap. Be careful not to overfill the rinse aid compartment and wipe up
any spills. In order to change the rinse aid level, please follow these
steps:

e Push the programme button and hold it down.

e Turn on the machine.

e Hold down the programme button until “rA” disappears from
the display. Rinse aid setting follows water hardness setting.

e Set the level by pushing the “+” and “-” buttons.

e Switch off the machine to save the setting.

Loading the Dishwasher

For best results, follow these loading guidelines. Loading the
household dishwasher up to the capacity indicated by the
manufacturer will contribute to energy and water savings.

Manual pre-rinsing of tableware items leads to increased water and
energy consumption and is not recommended You can place cups,
glasses, stemware, small plates, bowls, etc. in upper basket. Do not
lean long glasses against one another or they cannot remain steady
and may receive damage. When placing long stem glasses and
goblets, lean them against the basket edge or rack and not against
other items.

Place all containers such as cups, glasses, and pots into the
dishwasher with the opening facing downwards otherwise water can
collect on items.

If there is cutlery basket in machine, you are recommended to use the
cutlery grid in order to obtain the best result. Place all large (pots,
pans, lids, plates, bowls etc.) and very dirty items in the lower rack.

Dishes and cutlery should not be placed above each other.
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Upper Basket Height Adjustment

Turn the Rail Stop Clips, at the ends of the rails, to the sides to open
them (as shown in the image below), then pull out and remove the
basket. Change the position of the wheels, then reinstall the basket to
the rail, making sure to close the Rail Stop Clips. When the upper
basket is in the higher position, large items such as pans can be
placed on the lower basket.

Height Adjustable Rack (peg type)

The height adjustable racks enable glasses and cups to be placed on
or under the racks. The racks can be adjusted to 2 different heights.
